We understand that circumstances arise from time to time that result in missed lessons.  However, canceled lessons result in lost revenues to the program that cannot be recouped, while program costs are still being incurred.  (The horses still need to eat!)  Make-up lessons may be arranged if schedule permits (but are not guaranteed), only if we are given at least 24 hours notice prior to the missed lesson.  Contact your instructor to schedule a make-up lesson.  Haul in lessons are available, contact us for rates.

Leasing Lesson Horses

$160+GST for 1 lease ride per week, plus weekly lesson costs.

We offer part leases on some of our lesson horses.  This is an opportunity for our more advanced lesson students to do an additional day or two of riding each week, without instruction.  Lease rides must be done while an instructor is in the arena, and must follow all the same rules as the boarders (no jumping, stay out of the way of lessons, etc.)  Lease rides are on a set pre-arranged day.  There are no make-up lease rides allowed.  Students interested in leasing must be approved by their instructor as being capable of catching, grooming and tacking up safely on their own. Colchester Stables FACILITY RULES for Lesson Students (Revised March 2005)

Our aim is to provide a safe & enjoyable facility for all our patrons, 2 & 4 legged alike. The following facility rules are meant to support that aim.

GENERAL

Everyone boarding, riding or working at Colchester Stables must read, understand and sign a Release & Hold Harmless Agreement.  No one is to ride in lessons or otherwise without first signing such an agreement. 

Boots with heels are mandatory at all times while riding in a saddle.

Helmets are mandatory at all times for riders under the age of 18, and for all riders while engaged in jumping and/or taking lessons.  

Barn closes at 10pm Mon–Sat, 9pm Sundays.  Please plan on finishing riding early enough to ensure time for untacking, cool-down & clean-up.  Night check can't be done until everyone has left the property.  

Respect the staff’s need to get their work done.  

Smoking is prohibited everywhere except in the parking area.

Remember many young riders use this facility - please refrain from foul or abusive language, wearing offensive T-shirts, etc.

Please do not hand feed any horses.  Treats can be given to lesson horses while tied in a bucket.  Do not give treats or feed to other people’s horses without permission.  Please, cut apples so horses don't choke.

All dogs must be kept on leash and away from horses.  Barking or disruptive dogs will spook horses.

Please respect the privacy of the yard areas in front and behind the house.  Please walk your horse on the roadways to and from the pastures and arenas so as to avoid making pathways in the lawn areas. Grazing is permitted anywhere except  behind and immediately in front of the house.  However, it is your responsibility to clean-up lawn areas after your horse, or risk loosing this privilege. Dispose of manure in the buckets provided, or over a fence into a pasture.

Be diligent in ensuring all pasture gates are kept properly secured with provided clips at all times.  Parents, please check gates after your children!

The gate to the outdoor arena is to be kept closed at all times, especially if you are the last rider leaving the arena.  Horses have broken into the arena from the surrounding pasture and an open arena gate would result in a loose horse in the yard or on the road.

For the protection of horses and riders alike, vehicle traffic is not allowed down to the barn area except for the occasional loading or unloading of tack or feed.  Please pick-up and drop-off passengers at the top of the hill.  Maximum driveway speed is 10 km/hr.  The yard is subject to use by children, horses, dogs, cats, deer, quads, lawn mowers and who knows what else!  DRIVE SLOW!

ARENAS AND BARNS
During cold or inclement weather, please ensure all doors are kept tightly closed.

Door between arena barn and the indoor arena is to be kept closed at all times, regardless of whether there are horses in the arena or not.

No riding in the barns - walk horses in & out.

When removing your horse from its stall, please close the stall door behind you to prevent injury to other horses or riders due to open doors protruding out into the corridor.

Do not tie up horses close together in the barn corridors - leave one horse length between horses.

To help keep the wood chips in the footing in the indoor arena from breaking down prematurely due to bacterial action, as well as to keep the arena clean and fresh for both riders and horses alike, please pick up your horses’ manure using the fork and bucket provided.

 “Lost and Found” is in the cubby holes in the barn.  

Garbage cans have been provided in both barns, the arena, the Long barn feed room and the Arena barn office.  Please use them.  

A recycle bin for pop cans and bottles has been located by the fridge outside.  Don’t put garbage in it!  

Last person out of the arena, please turn off arena lights and heat.  Please keep barn lights off when no one is present in the barns.

Please adhere to the following arena etiquette:

Lead, do not ride, your horse into the arenas.

When you are entering the indoor arena, announce yourself by saying “Door!” before you open it.

Be extra cautious and accommodating if someone is working a green horse in the arena.

Always go to the center of the arena to mount.  Check your tack and girth before climbing aboard.

When starting, don’t move into the path of oncoming horses. Warm up and cool out your horse off the track towards the inside of the ring.

If horses are working both ways in the ring,  pass left shoulder to left shoulder.

If a rider and/or horse should fall, STOP all movement immediately.  Listen to the instructions of any instructor present.  If no instructor is in the arena, make sure both horse and rider are okay before resuming your ride.

In case of a power outage, stop immediately and dismount.  The emergency lighting should go on.  Watch for any horses that might spook.  Don’t resume your ride until the power has been restored.

LESSON STUDENTS
All lesson students must properly complete and sign the required registration and liability waiver forms before proceeding with lessons.

Always groom, tack-up and cool-out your horse as per lesson instructors or TA’s directions.

Never leave a lesson horse unattended.

Use only tack/supplies designated for your lesson horse.  If you cannot locate something, please ask.

Do not hand feed the horses - they may bite!  Put approved treats in their feeders or buckets.

Please pick-up & sweep BEFORE and AFTER riding.

If you observe something that you don’t think is right, alert the instructor, TA or barn staff about it.  Do not attempt to correct a problem yourself.

Please do NOT “beautify” the lesson horses (no cutting tails/manes) 

Should you be unable to attend a lesson, please give the instructor a minimum 24 hours notice by phone, 464-2600, as e-mail is only checked twice a week, if you want a make up lesson.  Make up lessons must be done within one month of the missed lesson, and cannot be carried over as a credit between sessions.
